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Basic Nonlinear Editing
Creating a Project - File management is an important part of video editing.  You need to know where your files are in order to use them.
1. Create a new folder on the video drive
2. Open Adobe Premiere from the start menu
3. Select “New Project”
4. On the Scratch Disks tab select same as project for each line.

5. On the general tab select  HDVas the capture format. Then select your project folder as the location, and give your project and identifiable name.
6. Select__AVCHD> 1080i>AVCHD 1080i30(60i).
Media Importing
1. Ensure that your SD Card is in the card slot.
2. Copy the files recorded for your project to your project folder.

3. In Adobe Premiere select File>import and select your files from your project folder.
Building a Basic Timeline
Once you have all your clips in the project bin you may choose to trim them to the desired length
1. Double click the clip in the bin.  The clip will show up in the source monitor. 

2. Go to the frame where you want to begin
3. Click the Set In Point Button 
4. Go to the frame where you want to end

5. Click the Set Out Point Button 
6. Once they are the desired length you can drag each clip to the timeline and place it in the Audio 1 and Video 1 tracks.
