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Basic Titling 
Vocabulary

Action Safe Area: the theoretical limit of most consumer televisions' overscan amount
Safe Title Area: the spatial limit for  where graphics will be seen on most consumer televisions
Matte: Flat background image where titles can be overlayed

Compositing: the combining of visual elements from separate sources into single images, often to create the illusion that all those elements are parts of the same scene.
Types of Graphics/ Titles


Lower Third Graphic:  A graphic placed in the lower vertical of the screen that tells us who is on screen and why that person is important.
Credits:  Titles used at the end
Box Shot Graphic: A type of graphic

Full Screen Graphic:  An computer created image that fills the computer screen with titles, shapes, mattes and pictures.
Key concepts of titling:


1. Always keep titles/ graphics in  the safe title area


2. Thematically appropriate

3. Keep titles readable

4. Use colors that contrast the background, and do not bleed.

5. Use edges and shadows when needed to separate the title from the background.

6. Use large thick fonts to allow people to immediately notice the effect
