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Video Production II
“The New Directors” 
You will be a part of a studio production called “The New Directors.”  Each person in the class will have an opportunity to work at each position in the control room and studio floor.  Your proficiency is based on the preproduction material that we’ve covered in class.  To pass the proficiency you must receive a grade of 80% or better based off the following criteria:
1. (30 pts) Write out the teleprompter script. A template has been provided to you.  Fill in the answers as if you were the Guest responding to the questions.  We will use your script when it is your turn in the rotation as a guest.

2.  (30 pts) Write out the rundown script.  A template has been provided to you.  Fill in the Directors commands with the appropriate cues as if you were the Director. These cues should include cues to the floor manager, switcher, graphics and audio operator.
3. (20 pts) Create a floor plan.  This is your “blueprint” of your studio floor.  Draw two chairs where your host and where your guest will sit. Draw the position of your cameras and number them.  Draw in your lights with an arrow for its illumination direction. Properly label each light -ie. key, fill, back and background. 

4. (10 pts) Create a shot list for each camera. For each camera list out the shots the camera operator will need to compose.  –ie. MS of Guest

5. (10 pts) Design at least four hypothetical graphics that you would need for your talk show.  Use the attached storyboard template to draw them out.
