Preparing Audio Levels for a Studio Production:
Studio

1.  Ensure with the technical director that the Toaster is on and it’s audio levels are set. Also ensure that the studio monitor speakers

     have been turned on.

2.  Plug the studio microphones into the appropriate jack on the audio snake.

3.  Have the anchors pin the lavaliere mics on their shirt 6” from their mouth (thumb to pinky).

Control Room
1.  Push the Master Volume Control (both Left and Right up to 0.

2.  Un-mute the correct mic source.
3.  Have the anchor (in studio) say his/her first 10-20 lines of the script.

4.  While the anchor is reading, and while watching the audio meter, bring the volume adjust up so that the audio waves peak at 0.

5. Mute and repeat this process for each microphone.

6. Adjust audio for CDs and computer music as well.


***Music that is used under anchors voices should be set to -6 to -4.

7. Mute all audio sources until cued by the director during the program
***Audio will need to be adjusted during a program.
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
