WHAT IS NEWS VIDEOGRAPHY?

Videography is the art of recording visual images and sound on videotape. News videography is the art of documenting and recording visual images and sound for a specific news story.

News videography is telling a story with pictures and sound. Like story-telling, a news story has an open, a body, and a close. TV is a close-up medium. Establish the story, and bring the viewer into the story.

Start wide; use an establishing wide shot to set the scene. Use medium shot and close​ups to bring the viewer into the story.

Common videography terms:

Wide shot:
A picture that establishes a scene or location. Usually the first shot in a news story.

Medium shot:
As a story is told in more detail, the video also gets more detailed and closer to the people in the center of the action

Close-up:
It's just what it says. These are the shots that show the most detail and emotion in the story.

The following camera movements are used to show relationship (These are great for MTV, but not in a news story):

Pan:
Horizontal movement of the camera right or left.

Tilt:
Vertical movement of the camera up and down.

Zoom:
Using the lens on the camera to zoom into a tighter shot or zoom out to a wider shot.

The best way to show the relationship between people and the story is through editing. Good editing will give the viewer a good wide; opening shot and then bring the viewer into the story through matching the pictures with the words of the script. It is always better to show relationships through good editing rather than having lots of camera movements.
