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4 Types of  Graphics

___________________
A Box Graphic is overlaid on

another video source (usually 

with an anchor who is leading in 

to a story). The box can appear 

over the left or the right shoulder.
The graphic contains a picture 

and text  relating to the story 

topic.


______________________
A lower third graphic overlaid on

another video source.  It is used to
tell a person’s name and their

relationship to the story.  It is

used for interviews, anchors

and reporter stand-ups.

________________________
A full Screen graphic uses the 

entire video screen for picture 

and text.  Full Screens are used 

for many reasons but mainly to

show text information or a 

diagram.

_____________________
Are used to show who participated and worked on the production.  The credits will commonly be shown at the end of a program.  They roll from the bottom upward on the screen.
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
