The student reporter will conduct an on-location stand-up to tag out of the story.  The

 student will need to dress professionally.
Editing
(20pts)
The group will edit the video using Adobe Premiere. The video will coincide with the

audio showing no jumps or black frames.  The final product will be burned to DVD.
